A “Get in the Game!” Geocaching Celebration of the BSA Centennial

You will need:

·  A copy of the ERD Adventures of Scouting passport, which can be downloaded at:  http://webpages.charter.net/eposanka/scouts/ERDPassport.pdf 

· A free basic membership at http://www.geocaching.com/ 

· A GPS, preferably a handheld one recommended for trekking.  It is possible to geocache with a GPS made for driving directions in your car, although if you go that route, I recommend you bring a compass and your orienteering skills
What do I do?

1. The passport contains the “GC Numbers” of the 10 Adventures of Scouting caches in Elk River District.  Log into http://www.geocaching.com/ and enter the GC numbers until you locate the cache or caches you’d like to find.  

2. Use the “Send to GPS” button to download caches automatically to your handheld GPS, or write down any cache description or hints you think you may need (note that the coordinates are already on your passport for you).

3. Go find the cache.  Trek safely and follow the Leave No Trace Guidelines as always!

4. Once you’ve located the cache, there will be a unique orienteering punch located inside it.  Use the punch to mark the appropriate square on your passport.  
5. Sign the log that is also located inside the cache.

6. Once you get back to the internet, log back into the cache page and sign the electronic log.

7. After you have punched your passport at all 10 caches, get your leader’s signature.  Your unit should report your achievement to MTCBSA.  The first 2,500 registered scouters from MTCBSA who find all the caches will receive a special Centennial Geocaching patch (pictured this page, top right).  A Scout is Honest.
8. If you have any questions, post them on the ‘Elk River BSA’ FaceBook page and a “Get in the Game” committee member will get back to you.
